Zoning Updates

Peterson Property:
The Peterson’s cancelled the contract with Gehen Homes for developing
the property and reached out to KB homes with whom they now have a
contract. I recently had conversations with COA zoning, Brent Camp-
bell (realtor) and a representative from KB Homes. This is a very re-
cent development and details are few, but here are some basics.
KB Homes has told COA zoning they wish to revise the zoning
request to the original SF4A rather than the amended SF6. SF6
would allow for more density and possibly attached homes.
KB Homes plans approximately 112 unattached houses ranging
from 1400-2800 square feet.on 40-45 foot lots. Basic price
range will begin at $250,000.00, but with options most will run
$275,000.00 up.
The original zoning request expires the first week of May and
they want to move on the zoning to hit this deadline. If this
deadline in not met, the process will need to start over. COA
zoning said it would probably be put on the ZAP docket with a
request for postponement request
The representative is willing to meet with me and discuss more
specifics and share details of other developments similar to
what is planned on the Peterson property.
As I get more details I will send out updates via email to NEW-
CNA members who have provided their email address on the
registration form.

1308 E. Braker Lane:

One January 25, 2018, a new rezoning
request was sent out for the “L”
shaped property behind the Dance and
Twirl. The owners are once again re-
questing a zoning change from MF
they receive last year to MU-GO.
When I spoke with the applicant, he
said they are proposing a multi-storied
building with commercial on the bot-
tom floor and residential above. We
would strongly oppose this zoning as
GO is the most broad office/
commercial zoning available. Other
businesses along April/May Drive
which are adjacent to the neighbor-
hood are zoned NO (neighborhood of-
fice) which is a more appropriate zon-
ing. Due to the commercial compo-
nent no point of ingress/egress would
be allowed off of May Dr. or Dessau.
This component also made a Neighbor-
hood Traffic Analysis (NTA) mandato-
ry. According to COA, there has not
been any progress on this zoning case
since the notification of a NTA. I left a
messages with James N. Fisher the
applicant requesting an update, but I
have not gotten a response.

Code Compliance

Austin City Council re-
cently adopted the 2015 Inter-
national Property Maintenance
Code to regulate the minimum
maintenance requirements for
existing residential and com-
mercial buildings. One amend-
ment involves the installation
and maintenance of carbon
monoxide alarms and Austin
Code Department is working
with key partners to get the
word out regarding this im-
portant new safety require-
ment.

Beginning April 1, 2018,
residential and commercial

- structures with gas or fuel-

burning appliances are required
to install and maintain carbon
monoxide alarms. In a dwelling
unit, a carbon monoxide alarm
must be installed outside of
each separate sleeping area and
in the immediate vicinity of each
sleeping area. A carbon monox-
ide alarm must be installed
within a sleeping area if a fuel-
burning or solid fuel appliance is
located within the sleeping area,
a bathroom attached to the
sleeping area or a garage at-
tached to the sleeping area.
